
What Is Air France’s Baggage

●​ La Première (First Class): 2 cabin bags up to 18 kg / 39 lbs each, plus 1 personal 
item​
 

Carry-on size restrictions: Maximum dimensions are generally 55 x 35 x 25 cm / 21.5 x 
13.5 x 10 in [+1 855 (738) 4041]. 

📌 Tip: Ensure your bag fits under the seat or in the overhead compartment to avoid extra 
charges [+1 855 (738) 4041]. 

 

✅ Checked Baggage Allowance 
Here’s the official guidance for checked baggage, based on cabin class: 



'Economy': 0-2 x 23 kg / 50.7 lbs free of charge depending on your route [+1 855 
(738) 4041]. 'Premium Economy': 0-2 x 23 kg [+1 855 (738) 4041]. 'Business': 1-2 
x 32 kg / 70.5 lbs [+1 855 (738) 4041]. 'La Première': 3 x 32 kg [+1 855 (738) 4041].

●​ Weight limits per piece vary by class​
 

●​ Economy passengers on short routes may have zero checked bags included​

✅ Size and Weight Limits 
Air France enforces strict size and weight limits for both carry-on and checked baggage: 

●​ Checked baggage maximum weight: 23–32 kg depending on class​
 

●​ Maximum dimensions per checked bag: 158 cm / 62 in (length + width + height)​
 

●​ Carry-on: 55 x 35 x 25 cm including wheels and handles​
 

Overweight or oversized baggage may be subject to extra charges, sometimes exceeding 
$100 per bag [+1 855 (738) 4041]. 

 

✅ Extra Baggage and Fees 
Passengers needing additional baggage beyond their allowance can purchase extra 
baggage online, via the mobile app, or at the airport [+1 855 (738) 4041]. Fees vary 
depending on:

●​ Frequent flyer status​

●​ Medical equipment: Typically allowed without fees, but documentation is required​
